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ACLAD Election Protocol
 Details: • There are three Landslide Abatement Districts in Los Angeles County. ACLAD, Klondike Canyon and Broad Bead in Malibu.
 • ACLAD is a landowner district with slightly different election procedure than one vote per person elections. • There are two types of elections; public and private. Private elections are conducted by either a private service or the district itself. The district pays for the publication of notices, mailings, etc. The district decides if the candidate pays for the publication of their candidate statements or whether the district will pay.
 • The timeline is based on E-days which means an action must be completed on or before a certain date preceding the election. 

 • The ACLAD Board must set an election date for each election period. This is done by Resolution. June is for a November election.
• The State of California and the County of Los Angeles both use the first Tuesday in November every other year. ACLAD conforms to the State and County Rules.

 • The election date is set by Resolution of the Board.The Resolution will be adopted in June of each election year in which the election will be in November. 

 • The time for giving notice of an election is 113 calendar days preceding the election day or E-113. That date is July 15 for the November Election. Notice should include the date of the election, the time period for candidates to submit their nomination forms and declaration of candidacy.

• Nomination and Declaration of Candidacy forms must be submitted within 20 business days commencing with the Notice date or E-87. This is August 10 for the November 2024 Election. A. E-87 also sets the candidates who can appear on the ballot. 

• Ballots must be distributed E-29. That is October 7 for the November Election 
Elected directors retain their seats until their death, retirement, being replaced in an election, or being removed. 

• Vacancies on the Board to fill an unexpired term may be filled by the Board without approval by the county. 

 • Elections certified by ACLAD do not need to be approved by the County. 

• If only incumbents run and the election is cancelled then the BOS must make the appointments based upon the recommendation of the District. 3 

• Notice by the County is published in a newspaper. ACLAD does this, although it is not required for district. It is recommended to email the ACLAD property owners as well.

• The County recommends nomination forms which comply with the election code. The minimum statutory number is 20. That means every candidate must secure 20 names on a nomination sheet
 • Candidates must submit Declaration of Candidacy with the nomination form. Candidate Statements and payment for printing are due the same date. I suggest that the Nomination and Declaration of Candidacy be sent or emailed at the same time to each household.
